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Greetings to all executive and all members of the Bong Education Center Alumni Association in Jesus
Name. We began the school year in a joyous mood with an in flock of old as well as new students. As
much as we tried to turn down students due to the shortage of seats, parents continued to harass us to
accept their children because they wanted them in no other school.

There is enough space in the classroom, but not enough seats. The desks that should seat only two so
that they will be able to stretch their hands and write comfortably, the students are forced to be three
or four are one desk. When parent are asked to provide chairs for their children, they are unable to do
so0. This seating problem leads many students to be parasitic and, unfair performance in class.

At the end of this first quarter, there are 722 students; the majority is in the primary division which
makes a total number of 575 pupils. The rest constitute the junior and senior high division.

We have completed the first making period with a majority of students performing well, but some
performed very poorly. Their parents are being cited to inform them to caution their children to do
better or else they will be demoted or dropped from the school.

The second marking period ended on November 30™ . We have only from December 1% — December
22rd to completed the 3" marking period and the first semester examination, and then, we will close for
the Christmas break. The deadline for the registrations of 9" and 12™ graders for the West African
Examination (National Exam) is November 30", 2010. The 6" graders are now exempted from taking this
_test. There are 25 ninth graders and 21 twelfth graders making a total 46 candidate. The test is expected
~ to be administered in April or May 2011.

EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES:

1. Old and New student games were played in October in which the Old students beat the new
students in all.

2. Kickball there was quizzing in general knowledge among the classes and another series of games
called class leagues. The final is yet to be played for trophies to be awarded.

3. Student Government campaign is on and student’s offices are to be elected on December 1,
2010. They have two political parties and they are in the high spirits for the election. An election
commission has been set up including teachers’ and students for a smooth and fair election.

4. Assembly programs are seldom held due to the lack of seats for the auditorium we observe that
bringing desks from the classes weekly cause’s damage of most of them and there is no funds to
repair them. Therefore announcements are made mainly when student stand on line in the
yard for ten munities devotion and flag salute in the morning before classes begin, or some of
the administrators have to go from class to class to make important announcemgnts.
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HEALTH AND SANITATION PROBLEM:

The most hazardous problem in the school regarding health and sanitation are no inside toilet. All
commodes were taken away during the war. And none can be found in most of the dwelling around the
school. Two pit latrines were constructed by two different NGO's for the school. But the dwellers of the
houses around the school have broken the locks / keys and even carried away the doors of the toilets.
We have tried our best to repair them, but each time we do, me meet the locks and doors broken again
and the toilet all messed up. Our P.T.A has tried to fence the area but they have run short of funds.

The first time they started and had to stop to due to shortage of funds, the dwellers around the school
took away the concrete bricks for themselves. The P.T.A has begun again with this project, but again,
they are at a stand still this because they do not have sufficient fund. They are trying to plan a fund
rising program not much fund can be raised in this community because most of the people are mere
subsistant farmers or marketers’ who live from “hand to month”. You sure understand this Liberian
saying.

We are still awaiting the take over and operation of the China Union Company. There is a skeleton team
on the grand trying tom build a few residential houses for their team. We have been asked to submit the
personnel listing of the school, which we did about a month ago. How | long we will have to wait, we do
not know.

We are carrying on our usual routine until God can work things out. Therefore, we are still depending on
you all.

ADMINISTRATIVE, FACULTU AND STAFF

Having been asked by the new district education Officer, Hon. D.K. Haye to put the adult literary
program which operates at night to our administration, we have an over all number of 58 personnel,
including administrators, faculty and support staff. About 25 teachers for the morning section, 15
teachers for the P.M section and 15 support staff for both sections. We hope that our administration
can manage both sections because there was serious problem with the P.M section which collapsed

during the last academic year. We are trying our best to run from the work load, we already have, but
‘additional load is be added.

Of the 58 personnel, only 19 are paid on an irregularly basis by government. The rest are volunteers to
be paid by the school the school, being a government institution has what is called free and compulsory
education for primary division which consist of 2/3 of the schools population. The other consisting of the
junior / senior high division (7th to 12" graders) are the only ones who pay a little registration fees 20%
of these fees must be sent to the county Education Offices for their offices. The balance 80% is used for
the day to day operation of the school. What left with us is never enough to pay the voluntary teachers
and buy stationery, cleaning and sanitation materials, tools, utensils, etc? X
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
